However, any
Sfuneral arrangements you select will include a charge for our basic services and overhead. If legal or other requirements mean you must
buy any items you did not specifically ask for, we will explain the reason in writing on the statement we provide describing the funeral goods
and services you selected.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES:
Basic Services of Funeral Director, Staff & Overhead 81,385

Our Services include: 24 hour availability of staff, arranging disposition details, conducting the arrangement conference,
necessary clerical support, consulting with family & clergy or other third parties. In addition, this fee includes a proportionate
share of our unallocated overhead costs, to include compliance with local, State and Federal regulatory requirements.

This fee for our basic services and overhead will be added to the total cost of the funeral arrangements you select.
(This fee is already included in our charges for direct cremations, immediate burials, and forwarding or receiving remains.)

Except in certain special cases, embalming is not required by law. Embalming may be necessary however, if you select
certain funeral arrangements, such as a funeral with viewing. If you do not want embalming, you usually have the right
to choose an arrangement that does not require you to pay for it, such as direct cremation or immediate burial.

Our policy for children of families, with immediate
need, who are residents of Orange County and U.S. Citizens, is to provide our mortuary and cemetery services at 20% of our standard service fees
for those under the age of 3. Children between the ages 3 and 12 are charged 50% of our standard service fees. Merchandise, cash advance, sales
tax, property, weekend service fees and endowment would be at full or normal charges. We also extend a no charge policy for services to any
member of the United States Armed Forces, Orange County Fire Fighters and Police Officers who die in the line of duty.

Our advanced planning program offers families the ability to select and pay for funeral services in-advance, funding the funeral at today’s
prices. Interment rights may be purchased in advance of need with a variety of payment terms. You are welcome to visit the cemetery during
daylight hours. A family service counselor will be pleased to take you on a tour of Fairhaven and discuss the many options available.

CRYPTS

Our beautiful Serenity Garden Court offers an enormous variety of crypts with capacities from one to four caskets. A bronze
memorial may be placed on the crypt front; the style is dependent on which area is selected. From $1,995

ADDITIONAL INTERMENT PRIVILEGE

Additional interment rights may be purchased in designated areas for casketed or cremated remains. The first interment is made at a
lower depth and the second at standard depth when both interments are caskets. A suitable vault is required for these interments.

A companion memorial is required for all double interments. 50% - 60% of Current Value

NICHES

Our niches are designed to hold one to four urns containing cremated remains. Both glass and granite front niches are available in
our mausoleum, as well as granite and mosaic niches in our Garden Court settings. Glass front niches require that a suitable urn be
selected for display, which also serves as the memorial. A niche plate may be placed on a granite niche front; the style is dependent

on which area is selected. From § 895
